P21 Collaborates with the Leading Art, Dance, Music, Theatre and Visual Arts Associations to Create 21st Century Skills Map

The 21st Century Skills Map for the Arts will be released at a Congressional briefing in Room 430 of the Dirksen Senate Office Building on Thursday, July 15, 2010, at 2:30 pm. The map demonstrates how the three Rs and four Cs (critical thinking and problem solving, communication, collaboration and creativity and innovation) can be fused within arts curriculum. The map provides educator-created examples of how core subjects such as the arts (dance, music, theatre, and visual and media arts) can be fused with the complete set of 21st Century Learning Skills to create engaging learning experiences that promote 21st century knowledge and skill acquisition.

The Capitol Hill briefing will include representatives from P21, the American Alliance for Theatre & Education (AATE), the Educational Theatre Association (EdTA), the National Art Education Association (NAEA), the National Association for Music Education (MENC), the National Dance Association (NDA), and the National Dance Education Organization (NDEO).
